weather conditions.  Cancellation notices are made by the
Superintendent of Schools to the radio and television stations for
immediate broadcasting.

Cancelling or delaying school during inclement  weather is always
a difficult decision.  After a decision has been made, weather
conditions may change for the better or the worse.  Your  support
and understanding are very valuable for the schools to work through
these difficult conditions.

Please do not call the school during bad weather conditions except
for emergencies.  When the school telephone lines are all busy,
the school district’s ability to act in an emergency is greatly
reduced.
